Babies cry at night for many reasons. They might be hungry, lonely,
or wet. When they cry, the sound is pitiful! Even extremely sleepy
parents will wake up quickly to help.

The dog can quickly wake his
owner. He might nudge him with his nose, or pull at his night clothes.
